Multigenre Clarification and Guidance to a Successsful Project 
1.) Students are required to choose a topic of interest that can be researched

2.) Once the topic is chosen students will need to begin researching their topic

3.) While researching it may be beneficial for a students to keep some sort of notes to help them later when crafting their creative “texts.” 

4.) Once student has researched enough to understand their topic thoroughly, they should begin to plan their project

5.) The ultimate goal is to create a research project, however, instead of a written paper you are producing a visual and creatively written project.
6.) Students will need to produce 5 creative writing pieces. These can be ANY texts one could imagine (a ‘text’ is anything we ‘read’ from purchase receipts to passports to song lyrics, letters, advertisements and hundreds more) and the 5 that students choose to create should fit appropriately to their research topic. 

***For example, I would not choose for one of my five texts to be a facebook post if my topic was the Vietnam war. They are from different time periods and don’t make sense together. Instead, for this topic, I might create a letter from a soldier to his parents back home. I would be able to write this letter because of the knowledge I gained about the war during my research. I would then create four other texts in a similar fashion.
7.) Once you have created your texts you will come up with a creative way to “house” your project. For example with the topic of Ellis Island, I might ‘house’ my creative texts/ research project in an old fashioned suitcase (or something that resembles one) that an immigrant might have carried. Example two could be a topic of Steve Jobs, and to “house” my creative texts I’ve written, I could take a pizza box and decorate it to resemble a mac book, then house my materials stored. (please remember to bring out your creative side on this part! Don’t feel like you need to go purchase something, making your ‘vessel’ is perfect as well!)
8.) Once the 5 texts have been created, and the vessel for which we will house these papers is complete, students will then write a one page explanation and a one page reflection.
a. Explanation is going to be an elaboration on the 5 texts that were created. Students will explain their choices of text, why they chose these texts and what each one means/how it’s important, or fits in to their theme.

b. Reflection is going to be a one page response to the project they just completed. Students will write about how they feel the project went. Discuss anything that went well, could have gone better, what could be done differently next time etc…
